PLANC Treasurer’s Report 

September 24, 2005 

The Planc checking account currently has a balance of $45,821. 89. 

Last year at approximately this time, the balance was $34712.63. 

Dues for 2005 have been received from all ‘Aplas. 

Invoices for 2006 dues will be sent in December 2005 to the ‘Aplas 

The 2004 federal tax return for Planc was filed. Additional CPA expense will be made in 2005. The 

Treasurer purchased accounting software for Planc and entered all conference income and expenses 

into the program. Recommendations for future procedures are below. 

Attached are a Summary Report for the past 12 months and a transaction report for the past 12 

months. Attached are estimated expenses for the next five years, 2005 through 2009. I have also 

included a comparison of 2004 expenses with previous estimates. 

Expenses were estimated for the group at an increased rate of appoximately 4% inflation per year. 

Planc remains a solvent entity, but the board may consider raising the dues from each ‘Apla. Increasing 

costs of transportation and meeting space will likely outpace the rate of inflation. 

Recommendations from the Treasurer: 

1. Utilize software to track income and expenses and ease the burden on the Treasurer for preparing 

federal tax returns. 

2. Have the Planc Treasurer also serve as the quadrennial Conference Treasurer. The additional time 

spent doing the accounting work for the conference would be much less than the amount of time spent 

unraveling the paper accounts of the conference treasurer and the conference registrar. 

3. Simplify bookkeeping by maintaining a relationship with only one banking entity. A second checking 

account can be created for the conference expenses and deposits. The second checking account can 

have different signatories. All deposits can be mailed to the bank rather than deposited into a third 

account. This results in better books for the CPA and the IRS. 

4. Consider raising the Apla annual dues amount.
